Objectivesof Class

The University of Utah, Utah Arts Council and Youth City are providing an opportunity for Department of Art and Art
History, art majors to create and execute a site-specific 115°x15° painted mural. This public art project will provide
students valuable experience for their future art careers, including the challenges of working in a collaborative
environment, large scale painting, mentoring, and creating art within the parameters of a public art project. This course is
an exciting collaborative mentorship between the Department of Art and Art History students and Youth City adolescents.
The youth (13-15 year olds) will be on site from 9:00-12:30 working alongside university art majors, whose insights and
energy could have an enormous impact on these young artists.

Attendance

Must attend class promptly and regularly. This class will meet at the site at 9:00 am on site 310 South 500 West (June 4
meet in room 352); it is imperative that you attend class on time. Class discussions and instructions often occur within the
first fifteen minutes of class.

Participation & Grades
All students are required to come to class and participate in discussions. Students must attend all safety meetings and follow
all instructions/safety regulations at the site. Students are allowed on site only with a University representative, or me,
unaccompanied students will fail. Students must follow, sign and return the liability waiver (attached) before they are allowed
to participate in this class. Additionally, all students are required to present proof of insurance. If you do not have insurance
you can purchase daily accidental death and dismemberment insurance through Student Services Building (SSB), Cashiers
Window 8:00 am-4:45pm Monday—Friday. We will be working outside in the heat and on scaffolding you are required to wear
closed toed shoes and I highly advise sunglasses and sunscreen. The site has bathrooms and water but you are responsible for
all food and snacks. I will provide all painting supplies.

There will not be any homework for this course. The conceptual mural design was a collaborative effort with
Youth City and Art Teaching majors last spring, but current student’s conceptual and formal input is crucial to the success
of the project.

Grading
This course involves a considerable amount of exertion, work and determination to complete the project in ten sessions.

Assessment will be based on students painting techniques and applications, color mixing, and group interaction. Every
day on site there will be a maximum of 5.5 points available, tardiness, or leaving early will be a 2 point deduction. Please
contact me immediately if an attendance problem arises. I will not have office hours during this course, but please contact
me by email anytime.

I understand that such participation can include
foreseeable and unforeseeable risks and other hazardous activities inherent in the Program which
may expose the Participant to illness, injury, or death, including, without limitation, falls from
scaffolding or ladders, risk of injury from inclement weather, and injuries sustained from
dropped supplies or equipment. The foregoing list is not intended to be a complete recitation of
potential dangers and risks and Participant acknowledges that other significant dangers and risks
may be present. Participant or Guardian/Parent freely and voluntarily participates or allows
participation in the Program with the knowledge of the danger involved and hereby agrees to
assume and accept any and all risk of injury or death.

WAIVER AND RELEASE

Participant or Guardian/Parent of Participant understands and acknowledge that the
University of Utah ("University") is not an insurer of Participant's behavior, actions or
participation in the Program, and that the University assumes no liability whatsoever for personal
injuries or property damages to Participant or to third persons arising out of participation in the
Program activities. Participant or Guardian/Parent hereby agrees to release, waive, covenant not
to sue, and hold harmless the University, and all of their officers, employees and agents
